Dementia Warning Signs and Symptoms (different types of dementia can affect people differently:
Cognitive Changes: 
Memory loss, especially for recent events or important information
Difficulty with problem-solving, planning, and organizing
Confusion and disorientation
Trouble with language, such as finding words or understanding conversations
Behavioral Changes: 
Changes in mood, such as anxiety, depression, or irritability
Withdrawal from social activities
Loss of interest in hobbies or previously enjoyed activities
Difficulty with daily tasks, such as bathing or dressing
Physical Changes: 
Slowed gait or shuffling steps
Falls or difficulty with balance
Changes in handwriting or difficulty with fine motor skills
Other Symptoms: 
Difficulty with spatial orientation, such as getting lost in familiar places
Repeating questions or stories
Neglecting personal hygiene or appearance
